In the name of liberty

From  the 25th of august, a group of Kurdish civil and political activists who are imprisoned in different jails of Iran, have been on an indefinite hunger strike.

According to the statement issued by the prisoners, the main purpose of this strike is demonstrating their protest against all of the unfair trials which have been given to kurdish political and civil activists,and even in protest against inhumane behaviours and lots of other violences which occur in Iran`s prisons and in all over the country as well.

After a month, although lots of  these prisoners are suffering from awful health conditions, they are prevented to visit doctor and even lots of them have been sentenced to isolated cells, or are tortured cruelly every day.
Not only as the result of tolerating a long-term hunger, but also because of vaious kinds of mental and physical tortures prevaling in Iran`s prisons, Continuing of this hunger strike can be really harmful and even fatal.but in spite of silence of Iran`s government and even national and international parties, they insist on continuing their strike, until they can achieve their demands

Right now, more than hundred prisoners are on strike, and although it seems impossible to announce any exact statistics, at last we `ve  managed to announce the name of about 60 of them.
During these days, lots of  statements have been issued in support of the hunger strikes, some demonstrations have been held in different European cities,some committees have been orzanised in different parts of Kurdistan and Europe, and some civil gatherings have been held in Kurdish towns.(of course numeuros people were beaten by Iran`s forces and an old mother whose son has been sentenced to execution was transferred to the hospital due to deep injuries caused by severe strokes, and her imprisoned son was taken to the isolated cell too.)

AND the last but not least, some of these prisoners are just human right or wemen right activists, but I as the outer speaker and member of  the committee which has been organized in support of prisoners, ask all of the national and international civil and political groups, medias, and parties earnestly not to stay quiet.This overall hunger strike must be regarded just as a humane issue, ignoring which civil or political groups, these men and women belong to.Basic human rights are violated in Iran`s prisons as well as Iran`s society every day.

We as the population of Iran are looking forward eagerly to hearing from all of you.
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
